Analisis Perubahan Sosial Mata Pencaharian dari Petani Karet Beralih
Menjadi Penambang Emas Tradisional di Desa Juking Sopan Kecamatan

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis faktor-faktor yang melatarbelakangi
peralihan mata pencaharian dari petani karet menjadi penambang emas tradisional,
serta mendeskripsikan cara masyarakat menghadapi perubahan tersebut ditinjau
dari perspektif Herbert Spencer dan konsep siklus adaptif Holling. Penelitian
menggunakan metode deskriptif kualitatif dengan teknik pengumpulan data melalui
wawancara mendalam, observasi non-partisipatif, dan dokumentasi. Informan
penelitian terdiri dari Kepala Desa Juking Sopan, Kepala Dinas Pertanian dan
Perikanan Kabupaten Murung Raya, perwakilan Dinas ESDM, penambang emas,
petani karet, dan tokoh masyarakat.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa faktor pendorong peralihan meliputi faktor
ekonomi, menurunnya harga karet dan naiknya harga emas, faktor sosial efek tiru
dari keberhasilan penambang lain, serta faktor teknis dan geografis dekatnya lokasi
tambang dan ketersediaan peralatan sederhana. Masyarakat menghadapi perubahan
melalui tiga pola adaptasi seperti diversifikasi nafkah secara bertahap, transformasi
gotong royong dari lingkup desa ke kelompok tambang, serta strategi cadangan
dengan tetap mempertahankan kebun karet.

Dampak perubahan mencakup aspek ekonomi seperti peningkatan pendapatan
namun disertai ketimpangan dan konsumsi boros, dampak sosial seperti pergeseran
solidaritas dan terancamnya regenerasi petani, dan dampak lingkungan seperti
deforestasi, pencemaran sungai, penggunaan merkuri, penelitian ini memperkaya
kajian sosiologi pedesaan dan memberikan rekomendasi kebijakan bagi pemerintah
desa dan kabupaten.

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ABSTRACT

This study aims to analyze the factors underlying the shift in livelihoods from
rubber farming to traditional gold mining, as well as to describe how the community
responds to these changes from the perspective of Herbert Spencer and the concept
of the adaptive cycle by Holling. The study employs a descriptive qualitative
method with data collection techniques including in-depth interviews, non-
participatory observation, and documentation. The research informants consist of
the Head of Juking Sopan Village, the Head of the Agriculture and Fisheries Office
of Murung Raya Regency, representatives of the Energy and Mineral Resources
Office, gold miners, rubber farmers, and community leaders.

The results of the study indicate that the driving factors behind the livelihood
transition include economic factors, namely the decline in rubber prices and the rise
in gold prices; social factors in the form of demonstration effects from the success
of other miners; as well as technical and geographical factors, particularly the
proximity of mining locations and the availability of simple equipment. The
community responds to this change through three patterns of adaptation: gradual
livelihood diversification, a transformation of mutual cooperation from the village
scope to mining groups, and a reserve strategy by maintaining rubber plantations.

The impacts of this change encompass economic aspects such as income
improvement accompanied by inequality and excessive consumption; social aspects
such as a shift in solidarity and the threat to farmer regeneration; and environmental
aspects such as deforestation, river pollution, and mercury use. This study enriches
the field of rural sociology and provides policy recommendations for village and
district governments.
